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Methodological Control in Literary and Critical Studies

This doctoral workshop aims to train students with regard to the necessary methodological
precision in literary and critical studies in order to overcome some difficulties they might
encounter in their research, as well as to avoid falling into loose generalizations that
contradict the spirit of the scientific research. Through the axes that they will deal with,
starting from setting the idea of the curriculum in its cognitive and terminological framework,
in contrast to the concept of theory, and by providing various standards and controls that
guide to choosing an appropriate approach, and then addressing the details of the
methodological structure and its rationale, it is also worth noting the need to distinguish
between the approach and the formation approach. Finally, the researcher must be equipped



and immunized from the consequences of dissolving the temptations of the method, or
avoiding it and fearing its ambiguities.

- Theory and method: a conceptual cognitive approach.

- Criteria for selecting the approach.

- Representations of the methodological structure.

- Between the approach and the research construction approach.

- The personality of the researcher.
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Pragmatics of the discourse between Arab heritage thought and contemporary linguistic

Linguists have been working since the appearance of the pragmatic lesson in the modern age
as a stand-alone trend, linguists have been trying to identify the concept of pragmatics as a
linguistic term, its definitions varied and differed from one researcher to another, but the face
of agreement between them lies in the fact that it is(a linguistic trend that is concerned with
the study of language in the discourse in all its forms, and research in the relationship of
linguistic activity with its use)searching in that for the factors of success or failure of the
discourse in communication in natural linguages, where issues are subject to the context in
which they are presented so that the researcher can identify the relationships on which
linguistic formulas are built.



Pragmatics is not limited to the study of a specific form of discourse, as it studies daily
discourse, literary discourse in all its forms and educational discourse at all levels..etc.

And if we return to the Arab heritage, we find that it has been interested in various forms of
communicative discourse, whether among grammarians, rhetoricians, fundamentalists or
philosophers, as each group of them treated the discourse according to their point of view,
based ontheir specializations and field, they dealt whith the functions of language. focusing
on the reporting communicative function which led them to some basis of the pragmatics,
such as the context the discourse strategies and its principles, such as principle of implicature,
principle of benefit and others.

From here came the idea of the forum to search in pragmatics of the discourse in all its
forms in Arab heritage thought in all its fields, and in contemporary linguistics with all its
branches.

Axes of the forum:

1- Pragmatics of the discourse in modern and contemporary linguistic studies, theory and
application.

2-Pragmatics of the educational discourse, method and procedure.

3-Pragmatics of the discourse in Arab heritage thought(for grammarians, rhetoricians,
fundamentalists ,philosophers..).
